o0 A DVD or video tape showing 5-10 minutes of technical skills (i.e. dribbling, juggling) and 15-30
minutes of game video showing small-sided games

0 Copy of summer game schedule or tournament schedule
0 Name of your team and your uniform number (so that the coach of you’ re age-group can see you

play

3. Application Deadline:
Application packet with DVD/video only deadline: October 15, 2009
Deadline for sending in your game schedule so that you can be observed in action: July 1, 2009

4. Regional Quotas - Therewill be specific player quotas from each region se ected.

Northern Region 2 players per team
South-Central/Mat-Su Region 4 players per team
Southeast Region 2 players per team
Goalkeepers 1 per team from any region

5. Final Selection
Coaches will sdlect players based upon the coach’ s subjective evaluation of the player’s skills and attitude
asthey pertain to the specific needs of indoor soccer (as opposed to the outdoor game).

6. Notification of Selection
Players will be notified of their selection not later than November 30.

7. Selection of Alternates
- Two alternates will be selected from each region, and one alternate goalkeeper from any region in the
State
If one player from aregionis unableto attend, the top alternate in that region will be asked to take his or
her spot.
If thefirst alternate can’'t go, the second alternate will be invited.
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If both alternates in the region cannot attend, the coach and the sport coordinator will select an athleteto
fill the empty roster position, regardless of the region from which the selected comes.

8. Coach Selection
Applications are open for coaches interested in coaching one of Team Alaska's teams at the 2010 Games
All interested candidates must fill out coach application forms, available on the web at

Deadline for submitting coach applications is August 31 (postmarked, or if faxed or e-mailed, received by
this date)
Coach applications must be sent to the Sport Coordinator, at the address below, with a copy sent to the
Arctic Winter Games Team Alaska office at the address below.

Applicants for coaching positions will be notified of selection or non-selection not later than September
15.
